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 “The Revolution of the Shoes,” by Juan Carlos Lopez, is a fable whose 

characters are the sneakers he and his Falls Church school classmates wear. He 

has digitally photographed the footwear to illustrate a short picture story on his 

laptop computer.  

 

The story and his sneakers are his. The laptop and digital camera he used are 

gifts from a unique after-school program established through a contribution to 

Falls Church Education Foundation by local resident Robert H. Wilden, in 

memory of his wife Imogene. Though highly praised by school officials, the 

program requires new financial support in order to continue, he said. 

 

On one afternoon in March, seven Falls Church sixth and seventh graders in the 

program clustered around a table at the Winter Hill Senior Citizens Center, 

working on math and vocabulary. Four students were absent.  

 

The daily drill puts schoolwork first. “When they’re done with homework, they 

get on the laptops,” says Liz Wanlund, a teacher at Mary Ellen Henderson 

Middle School, one of two bilingual teachers leading the program. She and her 

colleague, Thomas Jefferson Elementary School teacher Jacob Steelman, help 

with homework and devise online scavenger hunts, literacy drills, math quizzes, 

and history and story-telling assignments for the students, whose computers have 

a wireless Internet connection at the center.

homes by empty-nesters selling to younger couples with children.  

The predictions are based on studies of historical school population trends in our area. Will Falls Church follow the trends or prove to 
be a magnet for more young families than the planners are counting on? It will probably take several years more to tell for sure.   The 
same studies are used to determine developers’ “voluntary” contribution to the city’s investments in schools.  

These proffers are, in fact, sweeteners developers are obliged to make to win City Council approval, and are earmarked to help pay 
down the bond issue for the Henderson Middle School. Developers don't pay toward the annual cost of running the schools, currently 
$17,700 per pupil.  

An analysis by the city staff shows that the developers of The Broadway, The Byron, Pearson Square and several other new projects are 
committed to a one-time payment totaling $3.3 million toward the schools’ debt repayment, or $42,000 for each student expected to 
arrive from their projects. The $42,000 figure equals the cost of the middle school divided by its student capacity. The contribution for 
the City Center hasn’t been set yet.  

Is $3.3 million enough? It represents a proportionate share of the school debt repayment -- assuming enrollment projections bear out. 
The developers could have been pressed to give more for schools, but then they presumably would have insisted on reduced 
contributions for affordable housing units, street landscaping and other benefits they pay to the city, which will total nearly $19 million, 
according to the city staff. If the City Center project is successful, it should pay several times more in annual tax payments of all kinds 
than the city’s costs for educating its pupils, the city’s figure indicate--again provided that enrollment projections hold water. 

 In any case, before 2012 the city will face a big decision about school investment. The city’s current capital budget for schools includes 
$50 million in new funding that year, a rough estimate of what the needs may be, says School Board Chair Craig Cheney. The issue then 
will not be rising enrollments alone. The city must also deal with a half-century-old high school that has too many design, energy and 
security issues to be simply patched up, Cheney said. “You would never build a high school today the way George Mason was built,” he 
said. The School Board is commissioning a study of future building needs that is to be released late next year.  The study is funded, in 
part, by a federal appropriation from Housing and Urban Development.  The appropriation was secured by Representative Jim Moran 
through the efforts of the Foundation.   Results of the study will likely launch a new discussion of what the school system means to the 
city.  “A year from now, we’ll be able to begin considering all these issues in a public process,” Cheney said.
